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Alfredo E. Pascual is the Director of Private Sector Operations Division at the Asian Development Bank. He is responsible for managing ADB’s private sector initiatives in the capital market and financial sector across the Asia-Pacific region. These initiatives include, among others, investment in private equity funds, banks, insurance companies, leasing companies, and other types of financial intermediaries; support for SME finance, housing finance, trade finance, municipal finance, and distressed debt resolution; and introduction of innovative solutions to financing challenges. Previously, he was the Director of ADB’s Private Sector Infrastructure Finance Division, which takes care of financing projects that involve private sector participation in infrastructure development. 
Mr. Pascual has been with ADB for the past 15 years and has supervised and undertaken policy and project work aimed at developing capital markets, promoting private sector investments, and facilitating public-private partnerships in infrastructure.  He was the main author of ADB’s private sector operations strategy, which was adopted in September 2001 to provide an updated framework for ADB’s direct assistance to the private sector. Mr. Pascual has represented ADB on the board of directors of such major institutions as China Everbright Bank, Xiamen International Bank, and Infrastructure Development Finance Company of India.  For three years (1993-1996), he was based at ADB’s Resident Mission in New Delhi with responsibility for promoting and overseeing the private sector investment operations and financial sector activities of ADB in India.
Prior to joining ADB in late 1989, Mr. Pascual had had extensive experience in banking and project financing.  For eight years, he held senior positions in the Philippine investment banks. In addition, he spent nine years as professor of finance and banking at the Asian Institute of Management (AIM), a leading regional graduate school of business. At AIM, he also served as Director of the Advanced Bank Management Program and undertook consulting assignments in various Asian countries.
Mr. Pascual graduated from the University of the Philippines with Bachelor of Science (cum laude) and Master of Business Administration degrees.  He also attended a course in strategic management at INSEAD, France. 
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
